PROPERTY:

The deficiency of Vitamin K3 in chicks can suffer from
massive hemorrhages almost anywhere on the body,
but particularly on breast, wings and legs. Anemia
and a reduction in bone marrow can result from this
blood loss and in extreme cases bleeding to death
can occur from what appeared to be only a minor
injury. In adult birds a Vitamin K deficiency will mean
blood takes longer to clot and subsequently injuries
take longer to heal, death can again occur due to
excessive blood loss. In breeding stock a Vitamin K
deficiency can reduce hatchability of eggs, with most
mortality occurring after day 18 of incubation.
MODE OF USE:

Poultry: 1 gm / 12 liters of drinking water for 4-5 days.

STORAGE: Store in a cool and dry place away from
the light at room temperature,
